3.1 Cleaning your indoor unit

3.2 Cleaning your air filter

A clogged air conditioner can reduce the cooling
efficiency of your unit, and can also be bad for
your health. Make sure to clean the filter once
every two weeks.

1. Lift the front panel of the indoor unit.

2. First press the tab on the end of filter to
loosen the buckle, lift it up, then pull it towards
yourself.

3. Now pull the filter out

4. If your filter has a small air freshening filter,
unclip it from the larger filter. Clean this air
freshening filter with a hand-held vacuum.

5. Clean the large air filter with warm, soapy
water. Be sure to use a mild detergent.

6. Rinse the filter with fresh water, then shake off
excess water.

7. Dryitina cool, dry place, and refrain from
exposing it to direct sunlight.

8. When dry, re-clip the air freshening filter to the
larger filter, then slide it back into the indoor
unit.

Before installing the indoor unit, refer to the label
on the product box to make sure that the model
number of the indoor unit matches the model
number of the outdoor unit.

Prior to installation

Step 1: Select installation location

Before installing the indoor unit, you must
choose an appropriate location. The following
are standards that will help you choose an
appropriate location for the unit.

Proper installation locations meet the following
standards:

* Good air circulation

+ Convenient drainage

+ Noise from the unit will not disturb other people
* Firm and solid—the location will not vibrate

+ Strong enough to support the weight of the unit

* Alocation at least one meter from all other
electrical devices (e.g,, TV, radio, computer)

Do not install unit in the following locations:

* Near any source of heat, steam, or combustible
gas

Near flammable items such as curtains or
clothing

Near any obstacle that might block air
circulation

* Near the doorway

In a location subject to direct sunlight

Note about wall hole:

If there is no fixed refrigerant
piping:

While choosing a location, be
aware that you should leave
ample room for a wall hole

1. Determine the location of the wall hole based
on the position of the mounting plate.

the wall. Make sure that the hole is drilled at
a slight downward angle, so that the outdoor
end of the hole is lower than the indoor end
by about 5mm to 7mm (0.2-0.275in).

Step 7: Wrappiping and cables

bundle them together to save space, protect
them, and insulate them(Not applicable in North
America).

Step 8: Mount indoor unit

If you installed new connective piping to the

outdoor unit,do the following:

1. If you have already passed the refrigerant
piping through the hole in the wall, proceed to
Step 4.

2. Otherwise, double-check that the ends of the

refrigerant pipes are sealed to prevent dirt or
foreign materials from entering the pipes.

3. Slowly pass the wrapped bundle of refrigerant
pipes, drain hose, and signal wire through the
hole in the wall.

4. Hook the top of the indoor unit on the upper
hook of the mounting plate.

5. Check that unit is hooked firmly on mounting
by applying slight pressure to the left and right-
hand sides of the unit. The unit should not
jiggle or shift.

6. Using even pressure, push down on the bottom
half of the unit. Keep pushing down until the
unit snaps onto the hooks along the bottom of
the mounting plate.

7. Again, check that the unit is firmly mounted

by applying slight pressure to the left and the
right-hand sides of the unit.

The following
are standards that will help you choose an
appropriate location for the unit.

Proper installation locations meet the following
standards:

* Meets all spatial requirements shown in
Installation Space Requirements above.

Good air circulation and ventilation

Firm and solid—the location can support the
unit and will not vibrate

Noise from the unit will not disturb others

Protected from prolonged periods of direct
sunlight or rain

Where snowfall is anticipated, raise the unit
above the base pad to prevent ice buildup and
coil damage. Mount the unit high enough to be
above the average accumulated area snowfall.
The minimum height must be 18 inches

Do not install unit in the following locations:

+ Near an obstacle that will block air inlets and
outlets

* Near a public street, crowded areas, or where
noise from the unit will disturb others

+ Near animals or plants that will be harmed by
hot air discharge

* Near any source of combustible gas
